Model:  In 1820, Congress passed the Missouri Compromise, which was a plan proposed by Henry Clay that called for admitting Missouri as a slave state and Maine as a free state.  Additionally, Congress drew an imaginary line across the southern border of Missouri at 36 30 N, declaring that  slavery would be permitted in the part of the Louisiana Purchase south of that line and banned north of the line. It is important because it kept the number of slave states and free states equal and kept the balance of power equal in the Senate.
